YWAM Edinburgh’s Annual Summer Mission, Shine, gives teams and individuals from all over the world the chance to make a friend as we serve and pray into the Edinburgh Fringe Festival, Europe's largest arts festival, through dance, drama, evangelism, prayer, music, and even face painting or balloon modeling! 

A truly international outreach, the inspiration for Shine actually came from Brazil. Each New Year, Rio de Janeiro’s beaches were home to a celebrated annual spiritualist festival. One year, Jim Stier, a YWAM missionary, gathered 15 of YWAM’s most seasoned workers and went to the gathering, despite being forbidden by the church. Emboldened, the following year, they recruited locals, raising their number to 60. The next, a small number of churches became involved, and participation increased to 350. Several years later, there were 10,000 preaching and witnessing. In fact, they had such an impact, a TV news anchorman reported “this New Year the beaches belonged to the Christians.” 

Seeing this, Suzanne Leiper and Louise McPake believed that same thing is possible for Edinburgh. And thus began Shine! We know, love and serve the same God that moved so powerfully in Brazil. So with His help, we can take courage and know that as we submit to the great commission, God's restoration will move through the entire world.

Fringe Facts 

The Edinburgh Fringe began in 1947 when eight amateur companies turned up uninvited to the Edinburgh International Festival and set up their own event on the fringe of the Edinburgh Festival venues. By 1958 there were so many groups coming to perform that a constitution was drawn up, clearly stated that artistic vetting has no place in its aims (meaning no one will be turned away based on the standard of their performance). This remains central to Fringe values today. 

Following continued growth and success, in 1996, the Guiness Book of World Records named the Fringe, the largest festival in the world, and it remains unchallenged to this day. Here, over 2 000,000 visitors worldwide can see over 50,995 performances of 4000 plus shows in almost500 venues over 23 days, with an average audience size of six.

Orientation 

Your time with Shine begins with three days of inspiration and information to help to prepare you for the outreach ahead. Performing and Outreach 

At Shine, you will get plenty of time for both performing and outreach.  Performances will generally be planned, so you will be informed in due time of your teams specific timetables.  We strongly encourage teams to support each other at performances because the more of us in one place, the more of the Spirit of God is present in any one place, as we are carriers of the presence of the Most High God.  We believe in being led by The Holy Spirit and so encourage teams and individuals to be sensitive to the leading of the Holy Spirit when out at venues and when you sense a God moment, to go for it.  Respond to whatever the Holy Spirit is asking you to do.  If it is a really outrageous things we ask that you check with your leaders or our team members first, though.  This year we ask you to come prepared to share God’s love through many, crazeee, creative, out of the box ways.

:: Before you come :: 

CONNECTING WITH YOUR HOME CHURCH 

It is very important that you not only build, but also maintain a close relationship with your home church. When you are involved in missions, even for two weeks, the support of those back home is vital. We would strongly encourage you to set up prayer support for this trip.

Here are a couple of tips for making connections: 

* Talk to your pastor/minister about what you are doing. They will be able to tell you the best way to let the rest of the church know what you are doing. 

* Most churches can give you a few minutes in the service to talk about your trip. Plan ahead and make the most of it. 

* Offer to show your performance to the church. 

* Before you leave, ask your church to pray for your team. 

* Prepare ways for keeping in contact while here. For example, there are Internet Cafes and Libraries in the city where you can email home. 

* When you return, find an opportunity to share with your church what you have been doing. This could include testimonies, pictures or showing your performance. 

* Thank people who support your trip. Send a newsletter out to all those who supported you detailing what you learned and experienced. Significant people may appreciate a postcard being sent to them or even a small gift. 

Paul and Barnabas’ relationship with the Antioch church (Acts 11:14) offers an example of ‘the ideal’ for missionaries today. Their gifts and calling were recognised by the Antioch church. They were sent forth from the church with their commendation (Acts 14:26). When their first missionary trip was finished, they returned to their home church. The church trusted them and released them to do what was in their heart as they went out on their missionary journeys.

:: The Practicalities :: 

Culture Shock 

Along with the joys and excitement of coming to a new place, please be aware that you may experience a degree of ‘culture shock’. However, we trust that as you are given loving care, accept God's grace, ask questions and learn about things that may seem unusual to you, you will adapt quite easily. 

Accommodation 

Some of you have opted for accommodation in homes and hostels, so you will be kept posted about that.  Others have opted for our church floor option.  We are working in partnership with a local mission organization and several local churches, who have very generously offered us their floors and catering facilities. We would highly recommend that you bring something soft to sleep on (like an air bed), a sleeping bag, and maybe even ear plugs. If it will make it easier for you we offer a service to purchase air beds for your team at £12 per bed but you will need to inform us well in advance so we can order it for you.   Also, as many the Church venues does not have showering facilities, we will be making alternative arrangements. Be Prepared, you may have to walk to a sports hall to shower. 

Weather 

As Edinburgh is fairly near the seashore, the climate is often damp and rainy, but does see quite a bit of sun in the summertime. Temperatures average between 15degrees C and 24 degrees C (75F) in summer. 

Clothing 

Due to the unpredictable weather, it’s best to dress in layers. We would advise bringing both warm clothing 

(sweaters, trousers, waterproof jacket), as well as summer clothing such as shorts and t-shirts. During your stay there will also be a celebration ceilidh (Scottish Country Dance!) so you may wish to bring something a little nicer to wear for this event and by this we mean come prepared to dress up like your favourite actor/actress.  Please play along, it’s gonna be fun.

(Please Note: we are unable to provide a laundry service, but there are several launderettes nearby so clothes can be washed if need be.) 

Electricity 

It's important to remember that Scotland has different plugs and electrical voltage (250V) than other countries, such as Canada or the USA. Be sure to consult an electronics store before you travel to buy the appropriate converters/adapter plugs for use in the UK sockets. You can often find converter/adapter kits/dual voltage appliances that would be useful for travel world-wide. 

Phoning Home 

To contact home you can purchase a phone card that can be used in public telephones for cheap international calls. There are also a number of Internet cafes in the city where you will be able to check your email.

:: Money :: 

Things in the UK tend to be more expensive than in other countries, and Edinburgh is especially expensive, so please be generous on budgeting things such as snacks (a regular cup of coffee averages around £1.50), or any shows you may want to see at the Festival during free time, etc, which come at your own cost.   We will also have a list of free shows that you and your team might want to go and see.  It is part of the experience, so we encourage you to do this.

Cost and Offering 

As you are hopefully aware the only official cost for Shine is £50, without meals or £85, with meals included, which is intended to go towards the extra venue hire and admin costs that make this all happen. This should be paid before arrival or on the first day of Orientation. Please make your individual arrangements.  No cheques will be accepted.  Similar to last year, as a faith venture we intend to cover the rest of our costs (for travel, accommodation, administration, performance venues etc.), as well as help meet the needs of those who are still in need of funding to support their participation, through an offering, which will take place during our conference. 

     God alone knows the entire spectrum of financial needs we have so we ask that you spend time praying, seeking the Lord about how much he requires you to give so that you may come prepared spiritually and financially. As “The Lord said to Moses, ’Tell the people to bring me an offering. You are to receive the offering for me from each man whose heart prompts him to give’” Exodus 25:1-2. 

     As you give and bless the mission, we know that God will not only meet all our financial needs, but you too will be abundantly blessed as you give with a generous and willing heart. It is always exciting how God provides. Two years ago, for example, as well as covering the costs for Shine, God also made money available to aid and enable teams from a variety of different backgrounds, maintaining the diversity and representation of his family that has increasingly become a quality of Shine. 

Suggested Budget 

Please note that these figures may vary depending on the length of your stay and how clean you want to be. 

Item Budget 

Registration Fee:


 £50 excludes meals

£85 includes 3 meals per day
Food (Snacks, Coffee): £7 per day (please remember that you are responsible for feeding yourself other than the times we specify on your timetable if you choose the excluding meal option)

Transportation: £3 per day/ £15 for a weekly bus ticket
Showers: £1.50 per shower

Washing (Laundry): £3 per wash or handwash for free
Miscellaneous: Bring along extra money as you feel you may like to have for extra things such as souvenirs.

Gifts and Offering: As much as you feel led to give! But this is by no means necessary, don’t feel pressured to give out of obligation

It is a Shine value to be generous and to give to other teams who might need it so come to be a blessing and pray for God to show you what you are to give before you arrive.  Make this an important part of your preparation.

:: Packing list :: 

 Passport 

 Copy of passport (Please take one copy with you and leave another at home) 

 Range of clothes. It is best to bring a range of clothing that you can layer, as "spaghetti strap" tops alone will usually be too cold, but a thick jumper can easily be too warm. The weather is also very changable, so layers mean you can adjust quickly. Checking the weather report before you come is not always an accurate guide to the weather you will experience!

? Bright coloured t-shirts

 Rain gear (umbrella, raincoat with hood) 

 Walking shoes 

 Modest sleepwear 

 Towel (dark colours and fast drying are best)

Other Recommended Items Include: 

 Plasters (band-aids) 

 Motion sickness tablets (if a problem) 

 Pain relief 

 Pictures of your family and home (helps make friends across language barriers) 

 Duck tape (or duct/insulation/elephant) There’s a million ways to use this on outreach.

Items not to bring 

There are a few items, we would recommend not bringing for your own comfort and safety. 

Your laptop computer 

Chances are you won’t need it. There are internet cafes available throughout the city for a small fee, 

as well as free internet at public libraries but if you must, you will need to take responsibility for this yourself.  There will be wireless internet access at the Mission and most of the church facilities.

Your great aunt’s giant luggage 

Nothing will ruin your trip like lugging a giant suitcase over a mile of cobblestone. Backpacks and convertible suitcases will travel much easier and allow for storage when they aren’t being used. Also, it’s important to check with airlines for any luggage restrictions including weight, number of bags, and size. For traveling in Europe by air, there is a weight restriction of 20kgs checked luggage and 5kgs hand luggage per person. 

Expensive electrical goods 

Ipods, Video Cameras. They’re fun to have but you may want to consider leaving them at home as you 

will be responsible for their safety but again, your decision.

:: Arrival info :: 

If you are arriving at the Edinburgh airport: 

Please ensure that you communicate your arrival times very clearly with our team, at least two weeks prior to your arrival. If you do arrive at the airport you will be met by one of our staff and safely escorted on a bus to your accommodation.  Please come prepared with £1.20 for the bus.

If you are arriving by train: 

Please arrive at Waverly Station, Edinburgh. Once you arrive, make your way to the designated meeting point, situated between WH Smiths and Millie’s Cookies, opposite the information stand. A Shine representative will meet you there and take you to your accommodation either by bus or taxi, so come prepared with money for this. 

If you are arriving by bus: 

Please arrive at St Andrew's Square Bus Station, Edinburgh. Once you arrive, make your way to the designated meeting point, at the far end of the hall, near to the cast point (ATM) and shop. A Shine representative will meet you there and take you to your accommodation either by bus or taxi, so come prepared with money for this.
