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The Shine Team invites you to be apart of Shine 2010? In August, hundreds of thousands of people from around the globe come to Edinburgh for The World’s largest Arts Festival, and we are inviting you to come and take the opportunity to make a difference for God’s Kingdom amongst artists, tourists and locals alike. This year, our theme is NEXT GEN because we believe that God wants us to begin to invest in the next generation because they are the leaders of tomorrow.  Come, and bring your team or just come to serve by yourself. Be part of Christians joining together to worship, create and go. For God has called us to SHINE in the darkness!!!
Dates – This year Shine starts 30th July and ends on the 14th August. You must arrive by 29th July, though you may wish to arrive a day or two earlier if you are travelling a long way to give time to get over your jet lag. 
Orientation – The first days of Shine (30th July-1st August) will be spent with all the other Shine teams in a time that will help you get to know more about Scotland, the festival and to really seek God before going out on the streets. The orientation will include teaching, workshops, worship & celebration, prayer and intercession, going face to face with God, basically having a fantastic time.  During this time we will provide carry out lunch.  The second day will consist of a photo scavenger hunt through Edinburgh which will help you acquaint yourself with the sites and sounds of Edinburgh.  We will end the day with a welcome dinner, ‘Scottish Style’. 
Outreach - The festival officially starts on 6th August followed by a big street parade called a Cavalcade on 8th August. We aim to be part of this praying along the streets and welcoming and celebrating the Holy Spirit’s presence. If you would like to participate in the cavalcade procession, please forward a description of your contribution with your application so that we can facilitate this for you.  Please note applications for Cavalcade needs to be in by 15th April. Drumming, dancing and colourful costumes are what you want to be going for. From the 2nd the outreach phase of Shine starts. Each weekday will be spent in corporate times of celebration, worship, prayer with the rest of the Shine family, while the afternoons and/or evenings will then be spent performing / participating on the streets and in venues. This year the special events we are hosting, will include, Two Corporate Worship Celebrations, A Variety Show as part of the Free Fringe, A Christian Rock Concert, A Creative Youth Camp and A Creative Children’s Camp.  In response to our theme, ‘Next Gen’, most of our events will be focused towards youth and children and we encourage you to begin praying for some divine appointments. Most days you will have some free time to allow you to experience this amazing city and the festival and to develop relationships with people you have met.  We urge every team to have a performance team and a street team as it can be very tiring to do both but if you are up for it, don’t blame us for not warning you.
Teams – We value that all kinds of teams make up missions. Shine does have an emphasis on arts, as it is the Fringe Festival. But don’t worry if the arts are not your gifting – we need intercessors, worship leaders, logistics people, ‘flyerers’, catering & kitchen staff etc. to make the mission effective. Please let us know your team’s gifting so we can best place you in the mission. Everyone on the team must complete the two pages of the ‘participant application form’, however we only need one copy of the ‘team application form’ to be completed for each team by the team leader.  If you are a single person applying (not part of a team), please fill in both forms.
Closing date – This year the closing date for applications is:  15 April 2010, so have yours in a.s.a.p.  
Accommodation – We provide three types of accommodation. Firstly, we are partnering with churches, using their buildings (and their floors to sleep on, so bring a sleeping bag if you choose this option) for £2 per person per night.  We will also provide a blow up mattress for each person at £12 per person, if required (must be arranged in advance).  Please be aware that it will be pretty basic and there won’t be showering facilities in your sleeping venue but we will have made arrangements for you to use facilities locally (they tend to charge about ₤1.50 per use).
The next option will be host family accommodation which will cost you £10 pppn .

The final option will be hostel accommodation @ £15 -£20 pppn.
Cost - We are charging a registration fee of £50 (venue rentals, welcoming activities, welcome dinner, BBQ, Insurance) and £85 (including all meals) but we encourage you to come and bless the ministry here with an offering.  Please note you will need to pay for your own accommodation. Please, if you can, come prepared to give, if you can’t, come anyway. Additional costs you will have to pay include all day bus travel - £3 per day or £15 per week; showers £1.50 (per shower); laundry £3 per wash or hand wash; treats – as much as you can afford to spend; gifts and offerings as much as God is telling you to give to bless one another, the on-going work of YWAM in Edinburgh and the continuation of Shine. We strongly suggest that you spend some time in God’s presence asking Him what and to whom you are to give.  This is a great value within YWAM and Shine.
Police Clearances – (VERY IMPORTANT) Due to Scottish law, YWAM Scotland now requires all participants over 18 to have a criminal records check done in their home country as part of their application process. 

A criminal record check can be obtained by you local police station. They may also be called police checks or police clearances. Please bring the original copy of your criminal record check along with you and hand in at registration.

The reason for this new requirement is to comply with Scottish law that now requires anyone who works with children to provide such documentation. If you are over 18, we need to ask you to have this check performed and that you provide the documents. We do not want to communicate any suspicion or uncertainly in you as we ask this. We are so blessed that you are considering applying for Shine 2010.

There is a heap more information on the website and will be up and running in three weeks time.  It is updated regularly with prayer requests and new details so please keep an eye on it.
